not the peacemakers we believe
ourselves to be. During his career,
McCartney reported on 21 U.S.
military actions. In that time, we've
deployed over 1 million troops in
54 countries. Does our massive
military encourage small nations to
develop nuclear weapons in self-
defense? Has the lack of
truthfulness from our national
leaders destroyed our confidence
in any information they provide?
Are we bankrupting ourselves?

4. The lraq War fits the definition of a

guagmire. Staying will lead to an
unavoidable catastrophe. Leaving
will lead to a different unavoidable
catastrophe. Retired General
William Odum suggested that the

Iraqg invasion may well be the
greatest strategic mistake in
American history, although Bush
has yet to admit it was a mistake
at all.

According to McCartney, the dilemma
the Democrats now face is how to
resolve the problem of Irag. Two-thirds
of the world's proven oil reserves are
in the Persian Gulf area. The
industrialized world—not just the
United States—can not afford to lose
this oil. Military action is making the
situation worse, but military withdrawal
doesn't address the problem either.
The answer has to be a political
solution. If we—the people, not
George W. Bush—don't find one, we'll
be in Iraq forever.
