The new Democratic Congress will 
provide more opportunities for Lori 
Lipman Brown to fight to preserve 
and restore rights for all Americans.

secular.org), representing seven non-

Brown addressed an audience of 170 
at the December luncheon meeting. 

During her first year on the job, Brown 
spent most of her time fighting 
demonizing stereotypes of atheists as 

people without morals seeking to 
outlaw the practice of religion. In 
actuality, she often lobbies alongside 
progressive religious groups and 
advocates for the separation of 
church and state. Because non-
theists are a minority in America — 
possibly 10% of the population — 
they look to others to help them 
secure their rights, much as African-
American, Hispanic and GLBT groups 
have. 

With the power shift in Washington, 
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We are delighted to have James 
McCartney, a retired Washington, 
DC, political and national security 
columnist, as the speaker at our 
January 13 luncheon. Mr. McCartney 
was a reporter and later a columnist 
in Washington for more than 30 
years, and was deeply involved in 
coverage of top national and 
international stories from the Kennedy 
administration in the 1960s to the 
Clinton administration in the 1990s. 

His specialties were politics and 
national security. He covered the 
White House, the State Department, 
the Pentagon and Congress, as well 
as every presidential election 
campaign for three decades. As a 
specialist in national security, he 
covered more than 10 U.S.-Soviet 
summit meetings, had extensive 
experience on the ground in the 

Middle East and had bylines from 
more than 25 countries. He was also 
a reporter in Vietnam. 

Now retired and living with his wife 
Molly on Anna Maria Island, 
McCartney teaches courses on 
national politics and foreign affairs at 
the Education Center on Longboat 
Key and writes a monthly column for 
the Bradenton Herald. He is a 
graduate of  Mich igan Sta te 
University, holds a master’s degree 
from Northwestern and was a  
Nieman Fellow at Harvard.

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as a nation in 2008 until we get a paper ballot that we 
can audit and recount. 

Talking Points for Letters 
Now you may be asking yourself, “What should I say in the 
letter? Are there talking points that I might use?” Here are 
some ideas that have been suggested by other writers. 

1. Sarasota’s County’s voting system failed the people of 
District 13 when more than 18,000 undervotes were 
recorded during early voting and on Election Day. Those 
missing votes clearly affected the outcome of this race. 
Florida’s 13th District, and every district for that matter, 
deserves a representative chosen by the collective will 
of the people – not a glitch at the ballot box. 

2. 18,000+ undervotes in Sarasota County — 15% of the 
total vote — is a gross statistical aberration. An 
undervote is when a voting machine fails to record a 
vote either because the voter skipped the race or 
because the machine malfunctioned. 

3. A revote is not unprecedented. In at least three 
instances, a Florida judge ordered a revote or otherwise 
overturned the results of an election in which legitimate 
votes were suppressed. 

4. Ballot design, one explanation for the substantial 
undervote, could not have caused an undervote on this 
scale. The butterfly ballot in Palm Beach County only 
affected 1% of voters. There is no way that Sarasota 
County’s ballot was 15 times more confusing than the 
butterfly ballot. 

5. Despite reports from hundreds of voters — from all 
walks of life — that there were problems with Sarasota’s 
voting machines, our election officials claim the problem 
lies with the voters, not the machines. 

6. ES&S, the company that designed Sarasota County’s 
touchscreen voting machines, argues that they have a 
proprietary right to keep private the “source code” that 
runs these machines. Why should the results of a public 

election and the “source code” be held hostage by a 
private company? 

7. Sarasota voters deserve independent testing to verify 
the accuracy of its machines and source code. ES&S 
machines have failed in cities and counties all over the 
country. In Waldenburg, Ark., where all ballots are cast 
on ES&S touchscreen machines, a mayoral candidate 
failed to receive a single vote in the final tally. He 
remains certain, however, that at the very least, he 
voted for himself. 

There are many other points that can be used but I wanted 
to give you some of the more often cited issues with this 
election problem. In closing, I especially like the following 
from a letter to the editor, “It is time for us to draw a line in 
the sand. It is time for us to say to our government, it is not 
acceptable to have our voting machines malfunction and 
NOT do anything to record the vote of the people. I say, let 
the voting begin again!”

Brown anticipates working more on 
social issues that have been perverted 
by “radical religious extremes.” She 
pointed to inequities introduced by 
George W. Bush©s faith-based initiatives. 
Previously, religious institutions 
delivering social services with 
government funds set up separate 
agencies to deliver the services in a 
nondiscriminatory manner — both for 
employees and clients. Now, some 
fundamentalist religious groups are 
including accepting religious instruction 
as a condition for receiving federally-
funded services and church membership 
as a condition of employment. 

Brown lobbies to repeal laws that give 

preference to members of specific 
religions — or religion, in general — over 
non-theists. Among the inequities she 
cited: 

· It©s legal to use a hallucinogen as 
part of a religious ceremony, but not 
legal for a cancer patient to use 
medicinal marijuana. 

· Some pharmacists are claiming the 
right to refuse to fill certain 
prescriptions based on their religious 
beliefs. 

Just as Republican overreaching led to 
2006©s Democratic victory, Brown 
suggested that religious extremism is 
pushing the pendulum the other way.
