APRIL LUNCHEON PROGRAM 

Adam Tebrugge: “Making Justice Work” �

It was a trip down Memory Lane to 
the bad old days before Roe v. Wade 
for many of the 150 attendees of the 
Democratic Club’s March luncheon 
meeting — and a warning of things to 
come if we allow the gradual chipping 
away of women’s reproductive rights 
to continue. 

The speaker was Kenneth Edelin MD. 
A past Chairman of the Board of 
Planned Parenthood Federation of 
America, Edelin is no stranger to 
Democratic Party politics. He was a 
featured speaker at the 1980 
Democratic National Convention 
supporting a Pro-Choice plank in the 

party platform. 

Although the climax of Edelin’s talk 
and his recently-published book, 
Broken Justice, was his 1974 
indictment for manslaughter in the 
death of a fetus as a result of a legal 
abortion, Edelin set the stage by 
reminding us what women faced in 
the decades before the Rowe 
decision in 1973. In Boston City 
Hospital, where Edelin was a 
Resident in OB/GYN, an Abortion and 
Sterilization Committee was the final 
arbiter on whether a patient could 
obtain either of these procedures.

Adam Tebrugge, our April luncheon speaker, has been 
involved in local criminal justice issues for over twenty 
years. He has handled the most complex and difficult 
cases this area has to offer, and has gained a reputation 
as a true professional. Now he is the Democratic 
candidate for the Office of Public Defender, 12th Judicial 
Circuit, which covers Sarasota, Manatee and DeSoto 
counties. 

On Saturday, April 12, Adam will speak to us about the 
successes and challenges of Florida’s criminal justice 
system and what he hopes to accomplish as Public 
Defender. 

Born in Tampa, Adam came to Sarasota in 1979 when he 
entered New College. While there he was awarded a 
position in the Governor’s internship program and went to 
work for Bob Graham in his press and speechwriting 
office. Following his graduation from New College in 1982, 
Adam entered the Florida State University College of Law, 
where he served as an article-and-notes editor for the law 
review, interned with Florida Supreme Court Justice 
Raymond Ehrlich, and graduated with high honors in 
1984. 

Foregoing other job offers, Adam joined the Public 
Defender’s Office in Sarasota. His first significant case 
was challenging the “DUI bumper-sticker” in 1986. He 
worked in the felony division from 1987 to 1990, then took 
over the defense of most of the homicide cases in the 
area. Over the years, Adam has secured acquittals in a 
number of serious cases, and has become the public face 
of the office with his many media appearances. For over 
ten years, Adam helped train capital lawyers throughout 
the State of Florida. 

A longtime member of the Democratic Club of Sarasota, 
Adam is known as an entertaining and engaging speaker. 
He typically discusses the history of the Public Defender’s 
Office, important developments in the Florida criminal 
justice system, capital punishment, and the successes of 
Drug Court and Mental Health Court. We look forward to 
hearing from him on April 12 at the Sarasota Yacht Club.

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The Charter Review Board has met four times since I was 
elected in November, 2006, so one can hardly call it time-
consuming. But the dynamics of the Board are changing as 
the newer members become more assertive and the public 
and County Commission bring proposals for Board 
consideration. 

Recently the Charter Review Board was asked to consider 
an amendment to replace the elected office of Sheriff with 
an appointed head of a County Department of Public Safety. 
I discussed the question with both elected officials and 
county residents — anyone except another member of the 
Board. The first time Board members were allowed by law 
to discuss the question was when we met to decide whether 
to study the issue further. The two major positions were: 
“Sure, let’s study it before we make a decision.” and “Don’t 
even think about taking away the public’s right to hire and 
fire via election.” Five votes, including my own, blocked the 
issue from going further with the Charter Review Board. 

At the next meeting, we will consider a proposal for Instant 
Runoff Voting for Constitutional Officers. 

I look forward to other Democrats joining me on the Board 
so we can successfully pursue issues of concern to 
Democrats. I’ve already offered my help to Ray Porter who 
has filed to run from District 5. Please contact me at 
DebbieTrice@verizon.net or 924-2113 if you’d like to 
explore the idea of running from one of the other four 
districts.

The three main criteria for 
sterilization? A woman had to 
be married, have at least two 
children and have her 
husband's permission. A 
therapeutic abortion was 
possible only if continuing the 
pregnancy would result in a 
severe medical problem. 

Consequently, women often turned to “back alley” abortions. 
As Edelin described the process of obtaining a illegal 
abortion, many of the women were reminded of the 
whispered conversations about a friend of a friend who 
knew someone you could call, scraping together a few 
hundred dollars in cash, meeting a stranger alone at night in 
a questionable part of town, and the probability that the 
abortion would be performed without anesthesia or sterile 
instruments by a person with no medical training. Some 
women did not live long enough for Edelin and other 
physicians to treat the complications from illegal and self-
administered abortions. And sometimes medical treatment 
couldn’t save them. 

During his trial and subsequent years as an advocate for 
women’s reproductive rights, Edelin was able to examine 
the strategies used by Right To Life groups. Humanizing the 
fetus and disseminating false medical information are two 
very successful ones. Packing the Supreme Court is 
another — one with dire, long term consequences. Edelin 

said that, in its 5–4 decision upholding the ban on so-called 
Partial Birth Abortions, the Roberts Court appeared to invite 
further legal action to overturn all abortion rights, bit by bit. 

Edelin called on us to make sure all the candidates we 
support are Pro-Choice. Just as the next President will 
determine whether the Supreme Court becomes solidly anti-
choice for a generation to come, School Board members 
determine whether students learn about contraception and 
reproductive health. And we need to convince our Pro-
Choice Republican friends not to vote for John McCain, 
whose voting record is 100% Anti-Choice.
