Secrets

Some secrecy is all right. After all, some amount is
necessary for survival. Secrecy becomes problematical, Bok
suggests, when it conceals crimes and when it prevents
feedback which might end corruption. Self-deception and
denial are related problems inasmuch as they prevent
people from questioning and correcting their own behavior.

Silence

Silence is not lying and not necessarily secrecy, but a failure
to reveal information. We don’t owe it to people to tell the
whole truth, but if people don’t get information, they can't
take action to correct a problem.

Bok presented President Woodrow Wilson’s actions during
the 1918 Flu Pandemic as an example of silence. Wilson
surmised that army recruitment for World War | would drop
if the public were aware of the pandemic. So he did not
make information about the pandemic generally available.
Did this silence cost millions of lives? Did Wilson make the
right decision?

Bok emphasized that our need for information is critical. “If
we, as citizens, don't have the information we need to make
decisions, we have no power at all.”
