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An Informed Member Is Our Best Voter 
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Featured speaker Barbara Zdravecky 
switched hats three times for the 120 
Democrats who attended the June 
luncheon. Not literally, of course. But 
the President and CEO of Planned 
Parenthood of Southwest and Central 
Florida (PPSWCF) is careful to 
maintain distinctions between her 
roles, always aware that someone 
eager to destroy Planned Parenthood 
could seize on the opportunity to end 
the organization’s tax deductibility if 
she doesn’t. 

Wearing her hat as the head of the 
tax-deductible entity which provides 
both reproductive health care 
services to men and women and 
health care for women, Zdravecky 
gave an overview of the local arm of 
the organization founded 90 years 

ago in New York City by Margaret 
Sanger. 

Serving a geography extending from 
Citrus County in the north to Lee 
County in the south with five (soon to 
be six) clinics, PPSWCF primarily 
provides medical services. It is the 
primary health care provider for many 
women who have no health 
insurance—especially when there’s a 
long wait for appointments at public 
health clinics. PPSWCF receives no 
government funding for this service; it 
all comes from donors and fees from 
patient visits (about 68,000 visits a 
year). 

Switching hats, Zdravecky spoke

Coolidge is a registered Democrat and strong, early 
supporter of Barack Obama. She says she recently 
convinced her Republican mother to “officially cross over 
to the ‘good guys.’ It only took 20 years.”

education and advocacy function. 

Abstinence-only sex education funded by federal tax dollars, 
Zdravecky said, has poorly-served a generation of young 
people. Instead of learning a full range of ways to protect 
themselves from sexually-transmitted diseases and prevent 
unwanted pregnancy, students in abstinence-only programs 
are often given medically-incorrect information. After 
completing classes in which failure rates of all methods of 
contraception are emphasized, many young people don’t 
bother to use contraception if they do have sex, increasingly 
the likelihood of single parenthood and unloved, unwanted 
children. 

Planned Parenthood actively lobbies both Democratic and 
Republican legislators in the areas of reproductive rights 
and education because, to be successful, they need 
cooperation from both sides of the aisle. 

Switching hats again, this time as a private citizen, 
Zdravecky indicated that the national office has a political 
arm—Planned Parenthood Action Fund—which endorses 
and supports candidates. For only the second time in its 
history, Planned Parenthood Action Fund has endorsed a 
Presidential candidate—Barack Obama. Its program for the 
2008 Election, “One Million Strong,” will work to 
communicate John McCain’s anti-Choice record to voters. 
Zdravecky encouraged everyone in attendance to sign up 
as a “One Million Strong” supporter.

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DEMOCRATIC BILLS 
Public Schools/Human Sexuality Education: Creates the 

“Florida Healthy Teens Act.” Requires that any public 
school that receives state funding, directly or indirectly, 
and that provides information, offers programs, or 
contracts with third parties to provide information or 
offer programs regarding family planning, pregnancy, or 
sexually transmitted infections, including HIV and AIDS, 
shall provide comprehensive, medically accurate, and 
factual information, etc. 
 
Bill passed out of the Senate Committee on Pre-K-12 
Education by a vote of 4-3. The House companion did 
not receive a committee hearing. 

Reproductive Health Services and Family Planning:  
Creates the “Prevention First Act.” Provides for the 
duties of licensed health care practitioners and health 
care facilities when providing care to rape survivors. 
Requires the Department of Health to provide certain 
information. Requires the AHCA to provide for 
enforcement and impose penalties. Requires licensed 
pharmacies to dispense certain forms of contraception 
without delay, etc. 
 
Bill passed out of the Health Regulation Committee 
unanimously by a vote of 7-0. The House companion 
was heard in the House Committee on Health Quality, 
but did not receive a vote. 

REPUBLICAN BILLS 
Abortion Bill (Senate):  Requires that an ultrasound be 

performed on any woman obtaining an abortion and that 
the woman be allowed to view the live ultrasound 
images. Provides that live ultrasound images must be 
reviewed and explained to the woman prior to her giving 
informed consent to having an abortion procedure 
performed. Provides an exemption from the requirement 
to view the ultrasound for women who are victims of 
rape, incest, domestic violence, etc. 
 
Bill died in the Senate with a vote of 20-20. 

Abortion Bill (House):  Requires third trimester abortions 
be performed in hospital; provides for disciplinary 
actions; requires ultrasound that is reviewed with 
patient; specifies who must perform required duties; 
requires written certification when patient declines 
review; provides exemptions; revises printed materials 
requirements; revises parental notice provisions; 
requires appointment of guardian ad litem for minor 
petitioning for waiver; specifies factors in determining 
whether minor is sufficiently mature; revises hearings 
confidentiality provisions; provides requirements for 
agency rules. 
 
Bill passed the House by a vote of 70-45. [Yes: Reagan, 
Holder, Grant; No: Fitzgerald] Died in the Senate. 

Offenses Against Unborn Children:  Designates act 
“Florida Unborn Victims of Violence Act;” defines term 
“unborn child” for purposes of vehicular homicide; 
revises terminology to refer to “unborn child” rather than 
“viable fetus;” provides legislative intent; provides that 
certain offenses relating to killing of unborn child by 
injury to mother do not require specified knowledge or 
intent. 
 
Bill passed the House by a vote of 80-36. [Yes: Reagan, 
Holder, Grant; No: Fitzgerald] Died in the Senate.
