The political pundits would suggest 
that beating Vern Buchanan will be 
more difficult this time because he is 
the incumbent, but Christine Jennings 
is turning Buchanan’s voting record to 
her advantage. 

Speaking to an audience of about 100 
at the Club’s May luncheon meeting, 
Jennings pointed out that, although 
Buchanan is trying to make voters 
believe he is a moderate, 92% of the 
time his vote supported the Bush 
Administration. These votes included: 

· V o t i n g  a g a i n s t  h o u s i n g 
assistance for low income 
Americans, 

· Voting against funding for stem 
cell research, 

· Voting against outlawing job 
discrimination based on sexual 
orientation, 

· Voting against eliminating AMT 
tax breaks for wealthy hedge fund 
managers that their secretaries 
don’t get. 

Despite referring to the War in Iraq as 
“Mission Impossible,” Buchanan 
voted against a measure to require 
that our troops be given breaks at 
home at least as long as their time in 
the war zone. Jennings suggested 
that Buchanan might not appreciate 
the severity of a situation that he 
likened to “a business deal gone 
bad.” 

Jennings has accumulated many 
endorsements from a variety of 
signif icant groups across the 
Democratic polit ical spectrum, 
i n c l u d i n g  B l u e  D o g  ( f i s c a l 
conservative) Democrats, New

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SPECIAL REPORT FROM THE DEMOCRATIC BLACK CAUCUS OF FLORIDA ANNUAL CONVENTION 

Leonard Joseph, Executive Director of the Florida 
Democratic Party, spoke to the delegates at the Democratic 
Black Caucus of Florida convention about the importance of 
the redistricting that will take place across the nation after 
the 2010 Census. He said that Democrats must start 
strategizing now. 

To put redistricting in perspective, Joseph presented a 
national example of its potential impact. Over the past few 
decades, the population of traditionally Democratic “rust 
belt” states has been stagnant, while now-Republican “sun 
belt” states are growing. After the 2010 Census, states like 
Massachusetts will lose seats in the U.S. House of 
Representatives and states like Georgia will gain seats. If 
nothing else affected the outcome of the subsequent 
election, Republicans would regain the House majority. 

Florida is expected to gain 2 or 3 Congressional Districts. 
Although our population growth is centered on the I-4 
Corridor, South Florida is expected to gain one of those 
seats because the redistricting process in Florida is 
extremely political — not entirely partisan, but political. 
Traditionally, each sitting member of the Legislature has 
drawn proposed district boundaries to favor their continued 
reelection, then negotiated the final boundaries to the 
maximum benefit of all. 

This is the process that a bipartisan Committee For Fair 
Elections tried to end in 2006 by amending the Florida 
Constitution. They recommended that an Independent 
Commission be required to draw compact districts which 
recognized communities of common interest. 

Although the question of an Independent Commission is 
unresolved, Leonard Joseph suggested that Democrats 
should not ignore the pros and cons of that approach. 
Eliminating “safe” seats for any party or officeholder works 
to the advantage of the constituents whose votes must be 
earned. But eliminating gerrymandering would probably 
eliminate minority representation in Florida. 

The challenge to Democrats, says Joseph, is to come 
together with a long-term strategy of how we want 
redistricting to occur in Florida — and then make it happen.

Dr. Randall Morgan on “Major Health Issues Among 

African Americans in the 21st Century” 

Access to quality health care is as important as the 
quality of one’s health insurance coverage. You can 
have the best insurance in the country, but you’re 
out of luck if you have a heart attack in the desert. 
On the other hand, even if you have no insurance, 
you’ll get some of the best care in the country if you 
have your heart attack in front of Sarasota Memorial 
Hospital.

Safety-net hospitals 
provide much of the health care received by African 
Americans and people without insurance. 
Unfortunately, safety-net hospitals throughout 
America are closing because they don’t have 
enough funding to stay open. 

An increasing percentage of America’s health care 
dollars are spent treating chronic diseases. Think 
about it — if you had cancer and are now a cancer 
survivor, you will need cancer screenings and check-
ups for the rest of your life; if you are diabetic or 
have high blood pressure, you will require treatment 
for the rest of your life.

Progressive Democrats are committed to “real jobs 
for real people.” Republicans try to increase job 
opportunities by paying corporations to move in. 
Progressive Democrats see investment in higher 
education as more valuable for the long term. 
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In 1988, the voters of Florida amended the constitution to 
establish a Taxation and Budget Reform Commission. 
Starting in 2007, the commission meets for six months 
every 20 years. Its mission includes examining the state 
budgetary process, the revenue needs and expenditure 
processes, the appropriateness of the tax structure, and the 
ability of state and local government to tax and adequately 
fund governmental operations. The commission is charged 
with recommending statutory and constitutional revisions 
dealing with taxation or the state budgetary process. 

Members of the Taxation and Budget Reform Commission 
are appointed by the Governor, the Speaker of the Florida 
House and the President of the Florida Senate. Five 
members of the first commission were from the Tampa Bay 
area: John McKay, past President of the FL Senate; Les 
Miller, past Democratic Leader of the FL Senate and House; 
Jade Moore, Executive Director of the Pinellas Classroom 
Teachers Association; Nancy Riley, Pinellas County 
Republican State Committeewoman; and Darryl Rouson, 
newly-elected State House Rep from District 55. 

The Commission adjourned at the end of April after voting to 
place seven constitutional amendments on the November 
ballot. So far, press opinion of the Commission’s work is 
low, with many in the media questioning whether the 

commission followed its mandate. 

The following summarizes the seven amendments proposed 
by the commission: 

· One amendment would eliminate the ad valorem school 
tax and only partially replace education funding by 
increasing revenues from sales taxes. It would also limit 
property tax increases on non-homesteaded residences 
by placing a 5% annual cap on increases in assessed 
value. 

· Three amendments will provide property tax relief for 
special circumstances, such as working waterfront 
property, land used for conservation, and storm-related 
and energy improvements. 

· One amendment would permit counties to implement a 
local option sales tax to fund community colleges. 

The five commission members from our area all voted “yes” 
on the above proposals, but did not agree on the remaining 
two which would end separation of church and state in 
Florida. 

Ending Separation of Church and State 
Two proposals stirring controversy and criticism of the 
commission aim to remove the constitutional prohibition 
against using state funds to support religious entities and to 
authorize such expenditures for education and health care, 
i.e., vouchers. To make the voucher amendment more 
attractive to moderate voters, it was combined with a 
measure to require 65% of school district funding to be 
spent on classroom instruction, rather than on 
administration. 

Of our local members, Riley and Rouson voted “yes” to 
remove the prohibition against using public money to fund 
religious entities. McKay, Miller and Moore voted “no.” Miller 
and Moore also voted against the proposal which combined 
vouchers with requiring 65% of school dollars to be spent in 
the classroom. McKay and Riley voted “yes.” Rouson did 
not vote on the combined measure, but voted “yes” on the 
65% requirement earlier. 
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Morgan Bentley, a partner at Williams, Parker, Harrison, 
Dietz & Getzen and President of the Sarasota Bar 
Association, is running for the State Senate District 23 
seat now held by Lisa Carlton. 

Bentley, who has been recognized for his outstanding 
pro bono work, vowed to return civility and a pursuit of 
common-sense solutions to Tallahassee. Entering the 
race after a legislative session which resulted in 
dramatic cuts to essential services and failed to 
adequately address Florida's insurance and property 
tax crises, Bentley said, “I am confident that I can inject 
some much-needed energy into the Florida Legislature 
by putting to the forefront practical, bipartisan solutions 
to the state’s challenges instead of the partisan 
bickering that has caused gridlock in our State’s 
Capitol.” 

Husband and a father of two, Bentley has a long record 
of community involvement and public service. In 2008, 
he was selected by the Florida Bar for its 2008 Florida 
Bar President’s Pro Bono Service Award. Bentley also 
served as the President of Legal Aid of Manasota, 
which provides legal assistance to the indigent in 
Manatee and Sarasota counties. Last July, Florida 
Trend named Bentley one of their “Legal Up and 
Comers.”
